| have taught in the physics department since 1968 and have owned a home as well as some rental property in
Marcy Holmes neighborhood since 1970. | briefly owned and operated the 8th street market at 8th st se and 7th
avenue se in 2006-2007. | have been variously active in university and community affairs.

I have looked through the most recent presentation to the regents on the Master Plan draft and read the chapter
of the report on adjacent communities. | also looked at the reports by the various work forces.

| applaud the increased emphasis on bicycle transportation (I have used a bicycle to commute 12 months per year
since 1970). While much improved, the bicycle traffic policies are still very unrealistic in some respects. It will not
work to forbid bicycle riding in a large internal pedestrian area on the Minneapolis east bank. | would suggest
some traffic rules, possibly including speed limits, which could now be enforced using hand held motion sensors
used by police on foot between classes, when the most serious problems arise. To encourage year around use,
more covered and/or indoor heated bicyle storage (parking areas) are advised.

Another positive shift is the emphasis on the river. Unfortunately, as many are aware and as the map indicating
'views' makes clear, the campus has many buildings built in a way which blocks views of the river. The unfortunate
decisions leading to this result cannot be undone, but policy should be to eventually remove some of these,
beginning with the Science class room building. My next candidate would be Kolthoff Hall. The reports do not bite
this bullet.

The materials | have read ignore or give scant attention to some major issues. One of these is accomodation to the
LRT on Washington Avenue. The university administration unwisely dissipated considerable political capital
opposing it and now there seem to be no concrete plans for accomodating it. Will there be a station on
Washington Avenue? Above below or at ground level? Will it have climate control? Will it be linked to the
Gopher way (if that's what its called-1 mean the tunnel system). What about plans to mitigate the effects of noise
and vibration? | don't think that ignoring this in the hope that it will go away is a good policy. In some ways,
having LRT pass through the U is an opportunity, and it should be treated that way.

Another inadequacy that | perceive, though there may be more about it in parts of the report | haven't read is in
the discussion of the use of the campus during evenings and weekends. The intention to make 'parts' of the
campus 24-7 usable (what parts?) is a start but it won't happen by wishing. Actually | do use the campus at

all hours of the day and night and there are many problems, many of which | can work around but which would
discourage most people with less access and experience: Buildings are locked at apparently random and
unpredictable times, sudden traffic jams occur due to athletic events, drunk and disorderly young people lurch
around the campus shouting loudly. As a start: There should be bicycle patrols on weekend and preferrably all
evenings; hours when buildings are open should be posted on the doors; there should be email notification to
all staff and students about traffic disrupting events planned for evenings and weekends. More constructively a
more active program of small scale events (not just massive Northrup concerts) say somewhat like the summer
noon music programs but year around and in evenings and on weekends should be cultivated. Traffic planning for
athletic events should include more active incentives for use of public transport for the last leg of the trip to and
from the athletic venue (like, for example, the park and ride system for the state fair). This will become more
urgent as we have to deal with the unfortunate addition of the impact of events at the new stadium.
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With regard to relations with the adjacent neighborhoods, the Master Plan expresses some good intentions but |
am not very confident that they will lead to much. Are the planners aware that the initiative in the Yudof years of
building dormitories led as a presumably unintended consequence to slum conditions in parts of Marcy Holmes
when private landlords who could not rent to students let their properties be occupied by inappropriate tenants or
just left them empty? Are they aware that the median income in Marcy Holmes at the 2000 census was just over
$20,000?. When thinking of the 'neighborhoods' there is a tendency, | think, among U staff to think of the types
of people, admirable in many ways, who show up at community organization meetings. They are not at

all typical of the residents and they are not as influential as they would like to be. What do | propose be done?
Encouragement of staff and faculty residency in the neighborhoods is a good idea, and | know the U has been
doing some of that. If the U is serious about it, it can underwrite mortages, pay part of the interest or subsidize
rents as an inducement. It is not necessary or particularly desirable to bill such an effort as exclusively aimed at
inducing families with children to live in the neighborhoods. We need stable households, but that does not
necessarily mean married reproducing individuals.

It would be wise if the staff of the U concerned with these issues were to open communication with the student
landlords in the neighborhoods. They do have an informal organization and it would probably be possible to begin
an informal dialogue. Starting issues might include U policies for listing available apartments and mechanisms

for dealing with problem tenants who are students. Years ago | naively approached a U official about a problem
group of students and was astonished to find that he had immediately consulted a lawyer to find out if the

students had a case against me. (They didn't but | got no help.) Needless to say, | have not consulted the U about
such problems since.

| hope these comments are helpful and would be glad to talk further with U staff about the Master plan if there is
interest.

Specifically, | would like to see movement toward creating a safe and
convenient bike and pedestrian access along the North Bluff to connect the
St. Anthony Main area to the East Bank (along the road serving the coal
plant). I am not sure if the proposed Granary Road will accomplish that or
simply bisect one possible connection to the main campus. As it now stands,
those of us that live over that way must navigate University Avenue,

traffic lights, dangerous on ramps, and there is an easy an obvious
alternative if the U would work with the city and railroad to create a

We are faculty in CFANS and CEHD on the St. Paul Campus. We live in Falcon Heights and enter the
campus, whether we drive, bike or walk, on Gortner Avenue from Larpenteur Avenue. For years we
have been distressed by the conflicts between vehicles, bicycles and pedestrian traffic on Gortner
between Larpenteur and Folwell Avenue, especially in the winter. This is a major entry point to the
campus used by many students, faculty and staff, but seems totally ignored and woefully behind any
reasonable standard, with nothing done in the last 25 years to improve this connection between
Larpenteur Avenue and Campus.

There are no sidewalks and no street lights and often during the winter the snow plowing is only of the
street, so anyone walking is forced to walk on the street alongside the snowbanks. Sharing the street
with vehicles is highly dangerous for the pedestrians, especially when it is dark and there is an oncoming
vehicle. More than once on our way home at 5:30 or so when it is dark, we have come within inches of
hitting someone walking on the side of the street (pedestrians do not have tail lights). We are surprised
that no one has been hit (so far as we know) and badly injured, or worse killed. In our estimation
pedestrians are at substantial risk, and when someone is hit, we expect the University will be sued and
the cost will be high and more than the cost of correcting this hazardous situation.

*We highly recommend sidewalks and street lights be installed on at least one side, and sooner rather
than later.
*Thank you for consideration of this recommendation.

Thank you for the master plan presentation on February 4 and for making the master plan draft
available in PDF online. | appreciate the opportunity to review it at my own pace and not have to house
or handle a paper copy.

| am pleased with the focus on people and community and, from those considerations, to the use of
buildings and spaces. | am also pleased with the traffic focus on pedestrians as primary and the
intention to enhance wayfinding and orientation for all modes of travel.

As a board member of Ramsey County Historical Society (RCHS) and chair of the Gibbs Museum
Committee | am especially pleased with plans to preserve historic resources and to increase recognition
of the River's presence. Some of our intentions may interest you also.

2. RCHS is very interested in identifying and preserving the route of the Dakotah Indian trail as it came
from the River, to the University Grove area and crossed what was then the Gibbs homestead, a part of
which is now Gibbs Museum. We want to bring attention to appropriate portions as we research more
precisely where the trail went. In the future, it might be possible that a walking or bike path could
follow portions of the trail.

2. We are excited about having the Bell Museum as a neighbor and also the student organic gardens,
Cornercopia, and we plan to work together whenever feasible. Safe and convenient movement across
the intersection at Cleveland and Larpenteur is a vital consideration for us all.

3. We are very interested in the future use of the property surrounding Gibbs Museum and hopeful that
it continues to maintain an open, "rural" atmosphere.

4. If in the future, the University chooses to highlight in some physical way the history of Minnesota
agriculture (and sustainable agriculture) and the role of the University in its development, | would want
to see that facility be a part of the Gibbs/Bell/and Cornercopia complex.

And a personal note: In my growing up, college was not seen as a priority (or possibility) in my family. |
probably would not have attended the University of Minnesota in 1948 had it not been for my high-
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school physics teacher. He took his Wilson High School class to the U one afternoon so that we could
experience a physics lab there. | don't recall what we did, but | do know that placing my feet inside that
building made the University a real place for me. And from that experience, | could imagine attending,
and | enrolled..

Hello,

Thank you for making the draft Master Plan available, and for soliciting comments from the University
community. | have a number of comments on the draft Master Plan, which relate primarily to natural
resources and transportation.

| strongly support the goal to more fully incorporate Mississippi River corridor as link between West
Bank and East Bank campuses. Improving physical and visual connections to the rivers is critically
important — | feel like the campus is currently missing out on most of the potential of the river corridor.
In particular, | believe its potential as a living laboratory is underdeveloped. For example, | hear all about
the Cedar Creek area and Itasca Field Station, but much less about the St. Anthony Falls Laboratory.

An important aspect of natural resource management is the management of landscaped areas around
buildings, and the choice of plant species used in those landscape projects. Many of the existing areas
are dominated by invasive non-native species, which pose major threats to the ecology of nearby
natural areas. | would like to see explicit language that, in addition to considering energy usage,
hydrology, emissions, etc. in management of campus landscapes, that usage of invasive species be
limited or curtailed, and that existing plantings be gradually replaced with native species. Such new
plantings could also be signed to help educate university community members on plants native to the
area.

| frequently travel between the Minneapolis and St. Paul campuses by bike or on the University's
campus connector bus system. This system is fantastic, and the dedicated transitway makes for a much
faster, more pleasant, and simpler journey (on bike or on bus). However, the linkage is made much more
difficult by the snarl of vehicle and pedestrian traffic at the campus/neighborhood border on the east
side of the East Bank Campus. This is a primary area where vehicle, pedestrian, and bicycle traffic are in
conflict, and should be a major focus for transportation solutions. Some possible recommendations
include routing Campus Connector buses around this area or discouraging private vehicle traffic in this
area or along Washington Avenue. This area is not mapped as one of the conflict zones in the pedestrian
framework map of the Minneapolis campus on page 40 of the draft Master Plan.

| agree with the pedestrian conflict zones on the St. Paul campus, with the addition of the intersection of
Buford Ave. and Gortner Ave.
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| travel around campus frequently by bicycle. One major gap in the bike infrastructure is the stretch of
Washington Avenue just east of the Mississippi River bridge. In this area, cyclists are forced either to ride
with traffic or navigate heavily-used pedestrian areas. This area is a major conflict zone for cyclists.

On a related note, | strongly support the creation of bike centers on each of the campuses, with storage
lockers and showers.

Lastly, the transitway provides an excellent bicycle connection between the Minneapolis campuses and
the St. Paul campus. However, at both terminuses of the transitway, there is no simple route, and no
clear signage, to get to the core of the campuses. | found this particularly frustrating when | first arrived,
and it continues to be a difficulty for me. | recommend prioritizing improving the bike connections from
the transitway to the campus cores.

Yesterday Peg lent me a copy of the U of M Master Plan with the expectation that | will
be able to get some official comment on it from the Marcy-Holmes Neighborhood
Association.

I know that the official comment period ends today. Two weeks just wasn't enough time
for a volunteer board with meetings spread over a month.

| have read the Master Plan and will draft some comments for the MHNA Land Use
committee to chew over.

Here is my first reaction.

The Plan has all the right phrases about strengthening connections to adjacent
communities and supporting diverse, vibrant neighborhoods but I don't get a sense of any
synergy between the City of Minneapolis and the University of Minnesota. Each should
be seen as a major asset to the other. The charge to the steering committee on page 4
includes "Optimize the distinction of being the largest research university that the
Mississippi River." So what? | would have preferred optimizing the synergy between a
great research university and a thriving city.

Much of the neighborhood engagement that is missing from the Master Plan seems to be
occurring as the University District Alliance plans for better integration of the University
with its surrounding neighborhoods. Perhaps the section "Refining and Amending the
Plan™ on page 84 could refer to the UDA vision as well as the district plans detailed in
Chapter 5 as a likely source to amend this living document.

After the public meeting at VVan Cleve | talked with Monique about some graphic changes
that might help clarify the relationship between Town and Gown.

p. 26 it's good to have 15th Ave designated a Joint Planning Area.

p.26 the map seems to suggest the blocks south of Fulton between Oak and Huron will
become U of M facilities while the map on p. 27 shows them in a Joint Planning Area.

p. 27 the map delineates an Area of Influence. | understand what is meant, but some
might interpret "influence" as "control”. Might there be a better term? "Impact" for
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instance, though that sounds a bit negative. Could there be a companion map that shows
elements of the city that make the campus a more vibrant place than if it were in the
middle of nowhere?

p. 47 Granary Rd should be shown connecting to 35W rather than just connecting to the
Marc-Holmes grid and possibly flooding the neighborhood with university or SEMI-
related traffic.

p.47 it might be helpful to differentiate Signature Streets that mostly serve the campus
from those that serve the city as well.

These preliminary comments are my own and don't necessarily reflect opinions of the

MHNA or the Minneapolis Planning Commission.

The plan itself uses a very broad brush, and does not appear to directly affect
the proposed Prospect Park Historic District. Chapter 4 of the U of M's
Master Plan includes maps of affected areas. No physical activities are
proposed within the boundaries of the proposed Prospect Park Historic
. Historic District, though the westernmost portions of the district are shaded as .
Various Preservation Prospect Park “sensitive edges." While there is no formal definition of what this means, the CPED - Planning
plan notes, “Sensitive edges are mapped to indicate real estate,
environmental, research or activity impacts experienced by neighborhoods
and the campus itself.” It goes on to highlight the university’s commitment to
“_..respecting the adjacent urban environment.” '
